hough he first showed
his work in 2003 at Ba-
sel, Peter Speake-Marin’s
‘- watches have enjoyed wide-
spread acclaim since he designed
the Excenter Tourbillon for Har-
ry Winston in 2005. His more
! classic designs draw on familiar
| aspects of early British pocket
watches (rich enamel dials,
blued hands) but with a modern
and personal accent. His en-
graved pieces and complications
(including a quantieme perpet-
ual, his Vintage Tourbillon and
several complex engraved pieces
made with Kees Engelbarts and
other well-known engravers)
round out the current collec-
tion, which this year will again
be seen at BaselWorld in the
HCI area.
His influences begin with
his English upbringing fol-
lowed by WOSTEP
Watchmaking School
in Switzerland and
seven years of work
in London, repair-
ing vintage time-
pieces of all stripes.
After four years of
making minute re-
peaters and other
complications with
Renaud & Papi,
Speake-Marin was
ready to strike out
on his own. He did
this in grand form in
2003 by making the
Foundation Watch,
a tourbillon pocket
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watch, from scratch, creating
many of the elements that char-
acterize the Piccadilly case that
today houses most of the watches
in his collection.

Utilizing his own 23-piece
case design in steel or gold,
Speake-Marin varies the ele-
ments within. In addition to the
aforementioned perpetual calen-
dar and tourbillon, it’s the vari-
ety of dials that confers the vari-
ety of watch styles offered by the
brand. You'll find dials of white
enamel, cream enamel, red gold
(with hand-engraved centers),
silvered gold with hand-frosted
centers, and either Arabic or Ro-
man numerals. Speake-Marin’s
own hand designs are his take on
hands used at the turn of the cen-
tury in British pocket watches.

“The process to make the
hands has over fifteen steps and
has to be controlled and checked
at the conclusion of every step
to assure both precision in their
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classic Piccadilly collection mea-
sure 42mm in diameter, while the
original 38mm size remains avail-
able, as does a 35mm diameter size
for select pieces. In addition, ev-
ery watch has an individual serial
number on the inside of the case-
back with an additional number
on the outside of the case rep-
resenting the number of
